old duffer on a horse.

By a strange twist of fate,
she married the man who
asked her the question: Air
Force Captain William Ross
Howard III, a direct
descendant of the '‘old
duffer,"’ Revolutionary War
hero John Eager Howard.

She and her husband
returned to Baltimore in
1957 and moved into a house
at 607 Sudbrook Road in
Sudbrook Park. There she
raised two sons, kept house,
and made guest appearances.
Although the Howard family
had many valuable antiques,
at one point she seemed quite
proud of the aluminum and
plastic web chairs she got by
redeeming thirty-five books
of green stamps. When
Sunpapers writer Ralph
Reppert interviewed her in
1963, she asked, ‘'Are you
comfortable in that chair?
That's seven books of green
stamps you're sitting on."’
